Retracing a Soldier's WW 1l Journey

Jay's father (Duncan) served overseas during World War
Il in the 89th (Woodstock) Field Battery, 5th Field Reg-
iment, Royal Canadian Artillery. Gunner Sprague kept
a hand-written journal which he titled Lest | Forget.
Duncan's journal records his landing in Normandy in
July 1944 and provides insights into the life of a soldier
on the front lines as his regiment traversed Northern
France, Belgium, Holland and eventually crossed into
North-Western Germany in 1945.
Jay researched the o cial War Diary of his father's Reg-
iment to gain more insight into the places, events and
timelines recorded in Duncan's journal, What began as
a project to correlate information between his father's
journal and the Regiment's o cial War Diary evolved
into a valuable reference when Jay and his sons trav-
elled to Europe in 2018 to retrace Duncan's journey from
Normandy to the Rhineland.

Money

Money is like oxygen.

If you don't have enough of it to survive, you will do almost
anything to get what you need.

On the other hand, too much of it can be toxic!

Money is merely a medium of exchange that allows individ-
uals to accumulate credits when they produce something
that other people want to acquire. These credits can then
be used to acquire products and services produced by other

individuals.

Governments control the creation and supply of money
for their home economies and international markets then
determine the relative value of units of money between
countries. For a brief period in recent history, countries
had to back up their national money supply with physical
gold. This constrained the ability of governments to cre-
ate new money whenever they wanted, so the system was
abolished.

When governments create more money than the value of
goods and services that their country produces, the value
of the currency will fall, in ation will increase and interest
rates will rise. The net result is damage to the economy
and eventually social unrest that forces the government
out of power or at least to change its behaviour.

The United States Dollar is currently used as the medium

of exchange for international trade. This allows the US

to borrow more money from other countries because those
countries all need to hold US Dollar reserves to allow their

markets to function.

Recently, the US Government has begun issuing trade
sanctions against, and restricting access to US currency by
more and more nations, their companies and individuals.
This has increased international interest in creating other
currencies to support international nance and bilateral
trade.

There is also increasing pressure to create new electronic
forms of money like bitcoin that are not under the control
of any government.

In the end, any concept of money is arbitrary and only
of value when individuals agree to work on the promise
that they will be given su cient tokens to allow them

to survive. Museums are over owing with tokens from
around the world that became worthless because this social
contract failed this basic test.

The concept of money can also come under threat when the
disparity in income levels and wealth between individuals
becomes so great that societies begin to disintegrate.

Throughout human history, at least since the agricultural
revolution, there has always been income and wealth dis-

parity.
Today, international trade and the digital revolution have

cast a magnifying lens upon the degree of disparity domes-
tically and internationally.

Farmers everywhere supply the food we need to survive
but they are among the lowest paid workers. Companies
are buying up the farms, forcing people to move to cities
where the cost of living is much higher.

Blue collar workers struggle to earn enough to meet the ba-
sic needs of their families while their bosses earn hundreds
of times more.



Blue collar workers in the developing world may have to
work \996" (9 to 9, 6 days a week) to survive while similar

workers in developed countries may only need to work half
as many hours.

Sports celebrities and entertainers that \make it to the
top" can earn hundreds of millions of dollars over their
careers.

Every person in the world except me seems to now own
a cell phone that governs their lives. They all see the
disparity in wealth and privilege that other people locally
and internationally enjoy. Discontent is percolating every
where.

Society is a thin veneer that can break down in a ash
when people feel that it has stopped working for them.

We are an intelligent species.

If we could only get leaders that are focused on a sustain-
able future for humankind rather than their own power
and parochial interests, we should be able to gure this
out.

We're better than that. ]

Mother Theresa A Simple Faith
Compiled by Lucinda Varley.

This intriguing book tells the story of Mother Theresa's life
and beliefs through information from her and those who
worked with her. She was born in Yugoslavia and moved
to Ireland for Catholic education and then to Calcutta to
teach and take her vows. While there she met and cared for
a sick and homeless man and saw the need for help that
many had. So she asked the order to change her status
from a teacher to a servant. This led her to found the
Order of Missionaries of Charity that continued to grow
as other orders lessened in numbers. The women and men
in the order took vows of chastity and poverty, were taught
and trained by her and grew to hundreds of homes round
the world.

The aim was to serve the poor and sick, with poverty in-
terpreted to mean economic, spiritual, or mental poverty,
Varley describes the faith used to do this as \simple" be-
cause Mother Theresa was able to reduce it to short lists.
For example, the fruit of silence is prayer. The fruit of
prayer is faith. The fruit of faith is love. The fruit of love

is service and the fruit of service is peace. Poverty was
essential because it allowed concentration on service.

The reader can see why the Catholic Church had some
problems declaring her a saint. For example, converting
those they helped was not a main aim of the order and she
declared herself and its members ready to perform religious
services if no priest was available. She also said she was as
Jesus's wife but sometimes found the relationship di cult
because he was so demanding. Mary, she said, would have
made a ne priest, but she chose to be God's handmaid.

The reader does not have to share her beliefs to nd this
a worthwhile read.

The board is getting set to launch into the annual pledge
campaign in November. A four-person committee of Sheila
Moore and Ken Little, Secretary Joan Brewer and myself
was appointed to manage the campaign. The team will
be putting their heads together to plan how to encourage
members and friends of the fellowship to be conscious of
our need to be good caretakers of our congregation.

Treasurer Heather Lunergan reported that as of Aug 31
our books were showing a de cit of $4813.

around $4,000 in payments of the HST rebate.

This national organiza-
tion is administered by the United Church of Canada and
unites churches with Indigenous people, settlers and new
comers to Canada to work for climate justice and human
rights. Joan will be asking our congregation to endorse
the non-proliferation treaty.
